OEVIDENCE OF THINGS NOT SEENO

The Prince Consort make a welcome return to the Oxford Lieder Festival. They are
already renowned in the classical world for mixing outstanding artistic values with a fresh
contemporary edge. Their “ Zigeunerlieder” programme in 2008 was one of the Festival highlights.
Alisdair Hogarth, artistic director of the Prince Consort, writes:

'We're delighted to be returning to the wonderful Oxford Lieder Festival in 2009 to give the
European premiere of Ned Rorem's epic song cycle 'Evidence of things not seen'. As always we
have a cracking line-up of powerhouse singers who'll ensure this recital will be something quite
special. The performance follows our CD release of Ned Rorem songs on Linn records the week

before so do look out for that if you want a sneak preview.

The Rorem cycle is generally acknowledged to be his magnum opus and consists of solos, duets,
